




 
Cutting the yellow diamonds (4th border): 
1.  Trace full-diamond and half-diamond templates 
onto cardboard or template plastic, and cut out. 
2.  Starting 1” from bottom edge, trace 9 
lengthwise full diamonds across the width of the 
fabric. (see Diagram 1) 
3.  Trace 7 more full diamonds in the space above 
and between the 1st row of diamonds.   
4.  In the remaining space, trace (16) half 
diamonds.  Cut out all traced shapes. 
 
Piecing: 
1.  Lay out the pre-cut pieces as shown in the diagrams for Blocks a, b, e, f, g 
& h. (Diagram 2) 
2.  Sew the 2⅞” triangles to the 5¼” triangles as shown, pressing seams 
toward corners. 
3.  Lay out these units along with the 2½” and 4½” squares.  Sew into rows, 
then sew the rows together, making the required number of blocks. 

4.  In a similar fashion, lay out the pre-cut pieces as shown in the diagrams 
for Blocks c, d, i, j, k, l, m & n. 
5.  Sew the corner triangle/square units and the corner triangle/triangle units 
together. 
6.  Add the above units to the 6⅛” center squares and 6⅛” x 3⅜” rectangles 
as shown, pressing seams toward center of block. 
7.  Following the diagram and using the photo as a guide, lay out the blocks 
in diagonal rows, inserting the i & j setting blocks along top and bottom 
edges, the l & m setting blocks along sides, and the k & n setting units at 
outer corners. 
8.  Sew into diagonal rows, then sew the rows together. 
 
Borders: 
1.  Sew the 57” Fabric L strips to each side, and the 60” Fabric L strips to top 
and bottom edges, pressing seams toward L. 
2.  Sew a 7¼” Fabric A triangle to adjacent sides of each 4¾” 
Fabric B and Fabric H square. 
3.  Using photo as a guide, sew these units to the 13⅛” Fabric 
M triangles, press seams toward M. 
4.  Sew a 7¼” Fabric A triangle to each 7¼” Fabric B triangle, 
making 4 left- and 4 right-units.  Following diagram, add to each 
end of the strips in step 3. 
5.  Sew a strip to each side of the quilt, pressing seams toward L. 
6.  Sew a 6½” Fabric N square to each end of the remaining strips, and add 
to top & bottom edges, pressing seams toward L. 
7.  Sew a 72” Fabric L strip to each side, and a 75” 
fabric L strip to top and bottom edges, pressing 
seams toward L. 
8.  Sew a Fabric J and Fabric K triangle to adjacent sides of each Fabric B 
diamond, making 8 left- and 8 right-units. 
9.  Sew the remaining Fabric J triangles to the Fabric B half-diamonds, 
making 8 left- and 8 right-units. 
10.  Using the photo as a guide, lay out the border pieces and units, and sew 
together, making 4 border strips. 
11.  Sew a border strip to each side of the quilt, pressing seams toward L. 
12.  Sew an 8½” Fabric D square to each end of the remaining border strips, 
and add to top and bottom edges of quilt, pressing seams toward L. 
 
Finishing: 
1.  Layer the prepared backing, batting and quilt top. 
2.  Baste and quilt as desired. 
3.  Trim edges even with quilt top.  Press the prepared binding in half and 
sew to the quilt edges with a ¼” seam.  Turn and stitch in place.
